From South Bay or San Francisco Int’l Airport (SFO) (14 miles):

Take Hwy 101 North, follow signs to Bay Bridge. Before you cross the
Bay Bridge, take 7th St. exit. Turn left on 7th St. Turn right on Market 
St. Continue 1 mile and turn left on Drumm St. The hotel is on the 
corner of Market St. and Drumm St. 

OR

Take Hwy 280 North until it turns into King St. Continue on King St. 
and turn left at 3rd St. Continue on 3rd St. across Market St., where 
3rd St. turns into Kearny St. Turn right on California St. Turn left on
Drumm St.  The hotel is on the corner of Market St. and Drumm St.

From East Bay or Oakland Int’l Airport (OAK) (19 miles): Take Hwy 
80 across the Bay Bridge ($4 toll). Take the Fremont St. Ext. Follow
Fremont St. across Market St., where Fremont St. turns into Front St.
Turn right on California St. California St. will dead end at Drumm St. 
The hotel is on the corner of Market St. and Drumm St.

Monday, September 30 - Presido Golf Course
300 Finley Road, San Francisco, CA

Directions from the Hyatt Regency San Francisco; head north 
on Drumm St (go 46 ft); Make a U-turn (go .1 mi); Turn right
onto California St (go 3.5 mi); Turn right onto Arguello Blvd 
(go .4 mi); Turn left onto Finley Rd (about 226 ft); arrive at 300
Finley Rd, San Francisco. Parking is limited so be sure to car
pool. Plan on 20-25 minute drive time.

WTA’s Annual Golf Tournament is scheduled for Monday,
September 30. Check-in time is 12:30p with a Shot Gun Start 
at 1:00p. A minimum of 65 golfers will be required for a shotgun
start. Be sure to check with the WTA Registration Desk prior to
the Tournament to verify tee times. Rental clubs are available by
contacting the Pro Shop directly at 415.561.4661 x202. Proper
golf attire required. Golfers must wear a collared golf shirt,
trousers/dress shorts and soft rubber spikes. The weather is 
variable so golfers might want to dress in layers and pack an 
all weather jacket.

Cost Per Player: $150 by August 26/$160 after August 26/$165
at-the-door if space is available. Includes greens fee, cart fee,
range balls, tournament service and box lunch. Beverage carts
will circulate during the tournament. The conference registration
fee is required in addition to your golf fee to participate in the
tournament.

Teams: Under no circumstances will pairing requests be accept-
ed. Golf pairings will be selected as follows: All associate mem-
ber golfers will be divided evenly among all the teams. Member

golfers will be placed in a drawing. Names will be drawn one 
by one and placed on a team beginning with team one. Spouses
will be paired together.

About the Presidio Golf Course: As the second oldest course
west of the Mississippi, the Presidio Golf Course has an interest-
ing and unique history. The challenging 6,500 yard course was
established on a U.S. Army post in 1895 by a group of civilians.
Originally a 9-hole course, the Presidio Golf Course was built
with horse-drawn plows on grounds that were regularly used 
for cavalry practice. The Presidio Golf Course opened for public
play in 1995 and has quickly gained a reputation as one of the
nation’s top public courses. It’s a challenging course amidst 
century-old eucalyptus, monterey pines and breathtaking 
San Francisco views.
